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The "Outstanding"(OFSTED 2007) Sixth Form at South Dartmoor Community College are  
celebrating their best ever Post 16 examination results. Indeed Post 16 results at South 
Dartmoor place the College’s achievements consistently above the national average, with last 
year’s results showing that the College added the fourth most value to Sixth Formers in the 
county. They reflect the hard work and team effort played by students, parents and staff in the 
Sixth Form.
