Early intervention 
(8 sessions of absence) 

A supportive meeting between the 
student and the Head of Year/Pastoral 
Team will take place. Barriers to 
attendance will be discussed and 
support identified. 

Stage 1: 
Letter 1 (12 sessions of 
absence) 

Letter 1 will inform parents/carers of 
the attendance concern and 
communicate the student’s overall 
attendance. 

From this point onwards absences will be 
unauthorised without further documentation to 

demonstrate the absence was completely unavoidable. 

Stage 2: 
Letter 2 (no sustained 
improvement to 
attendance) 

Attendance contract meeting to be 
held with student. 

Stage 3: 
Letter 3/Supportive 
Meeting (further 
unauthorised absences 
accrued) 

Letter 3 will include an invitation to 
meet with the Head of Year to identify 
support for the immediate 
improvement in attendance. Student 
now referred to Education Welfare 
Service. Attendance proforma to be 
completed with parent/carer and 
student. 

Stage 4: 
Case review with the 
Education Welfare Officer 
(10 or more unauthorised 
absences) 

You will be contacted directly by the 
Education Welfare Service and asked to 
attend a meeting with the Education 
Welfare Officer and the college.
